Competition Structure

· The "Duncan & Co. Deer Farmer of the Year" is organised by the Otago and Southland branches of the NZDFA, in partnership with Duncan & Co as the primary sponsor, and is open to all deer managers and farmers in both Provinces..

· The competition is required to be financially self‑supporting. Surpluses are traditionally applied to research projects that are of benefit to the region

· Up to six finalists will be chosen from analysis of the entry forms, will be assessed by a panel of judges, on ‑ farm, before the winner is chosen in late September, early October.

· The 2002 Duncan & Co. Deer Farmer of the Year will be announced at an Awards Dinner planned for mid-late October. Finalists and partners will receive complimentary tickets to the Awards Dinner.

· The 2002 Duncan & Co. Deer Farmer of the Year will host an Open Day and Farm Tour inlate January/early February 2003. With appropriate publicity, we expect this to be a major draw card on the Otago Southland farming calendar.
